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COLUMBUS — Plenty of chang-

es and improvements defined 

a big year for the Columbus 

Food Pantry during 2023. Each 

important factor of their op-

erations experienced several 

tweaks as they try to reach as 

many families as possible with 

their service. Throughout the 

year, they stayed committed to 

their goal of supplementing the 

needs of their clients to help 

them become independent at 

some point.

“It is because of communi-

ty support that we can provide 

much needed services to fami-

lies in our community,” the Co-

lumbus Food Pantry said in a 

written statement.

In terms of their actual ser-

vice, the pantry grew to help 

more households in 2023. CFP 

served 567 households and 

2,827 individuals throughout 

the year. Each household would 

visit about five times a month on 

average with about 237 house-

holds per month. 

CFP continued to supply the 

Columbus Junior High food clos-

et for students in need as well 

as changed their options each 

month for the fresh food sup-

plied in their food bags.

The Columbus Food Pantry’s 

finances showed some positive 

signs as well. They were able to 

spend 92% of their total budget 

on food and just 8% on their 

operations. Overall, they spent 

about $38,000 on food through-

out the year. 

They also received four new 

grants as well as cash and food 

donations from local grocery 

stores and Walmart. Several 

schools, churches, business-

es and community events also 

ch ipped in with donations 

throughout the year.

They were able to make some 

additions to their technological 

capabilities as well after a grant 

from the Food Bank of the Gold-

en Crescent. Clients can now 

check in to the food pantry with 

iPad and laptops to streamline 

their service and keep data. The 

Columbus Food Pantry is also 

hoping to start using a new web-

site that is still in development.

CFP’s administrative policies 

saw some changes as well after 

changing written guidelines for 

inventory, ordering food and 

establishing financial proce-

dure with their operations. They 

consolidated all of their files 

and records to a single location 

and their volunteers and board 

members also received training 

as part of initiatives to better as-

sist the community.

Three board members also 

participated in “A Day of Philan-

thropy” in November led by the 

Fayette Community Foundation 

to learn about grant writing and 

marketing as well as meet sever-

al donors from around the state.

The Columbus Food Pantry 

board expressed their appre-

ciation for all donors whether 

monetary or through food do-

nations. However, they did state 

that monetary donations help 

maximize the amount of food 

they can provide. According to 

CFP, a single dollar donation can 

purchase five pounds of food 

from the Food Bank of the Gold-

en Crescent, their regional food 

bank. 
CFP has committed to their 

mission of working with com-

munity churches to eliminate 

hunger. Despite working with 

churches, the organization is 

fully staffed by volunteers as a 

501C3 organization.

murder of county resident Kea-

ton Hancock is being delayed 

after a key witness failed to ap-

pear in court on the trial’s first 

day on Jan. 23. 

The County Court spent much 

of the prior day selecting resi-

dents to populate the jury that 

would make the ultimate deci-

sion in the case of State V. Jose 

“Joey” Casanova. Casanova, 

Hancock’s alleged killer in 2021, 

was introduced to the court on 

Jan. 22 prior to the jury being 

selected. The incident in 2021 

was part of a double murder 

on Sept. 10 that resulted in the 

deaths of Hancock and Jonathon 

Segura of Eagle Lake.
Prosecutors say that the Han-

cock killing was in retaliation to 

the Segura killing. According to 

police, both murders were a re-

sult of deadly conduct with fire-

arms during drive-by shootings. 

Residents of Eagle Lake have 

been noted as hearing shots ring 

out from an alleged automatic 

rifle during the shootings. 

Casanova was included in a 

rash of warrants secured and 

served by the Eagle Lake Police 

Department in 2021. The initial 

warrant served was for illegal 

possession of a firearm by a fel-

on.

ed move for the Colorado Coun-

ty Elections Office has finally 

been completed after the de-

partment set up shop at 1117 

Travis St., a former Justice of 

the Peace Office.
The move was completed in 

preparation for the 2024 elec-

tions throughout the year that 

begin with the March primaries. 

The county will be holding joint 

primaries this election season, 

meaning both Democrats and 

Republicans will vote at the 

same location at their designat-

ed polling place in their respec-

tive precincts.There is still construction 

work being done on the exte-

rior of the building, and the 

Elections Office is monitoring 

the situation to ensure that the 

front entrance is available for 

voters to enter through without 

concern. The exterior construc-

tion’s status is to be confirmed 

before the early voting period 

begins on Feb. 20.
The department cited a few 

reasons behind the move that 

provide ample justification for 

why it is beneficial. Accord-

ing to the Elections Office, the 

new center provides “a self-con-

tained environment for election 

security.” It also provides more 

space for its voting area as well 

as “ease of access” for residents.

Early voting will also move 

over to the new Election Center 

as the Colorado County Annex 

will no longer be a polling loca-

tion.
